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Legal regulations regarding the defence against international terrorism
and the harmonisation of national legislation

Brussels, October 25th and 26th, 2004

Joint Declaration

The participants to the international parliamentary conference gathered in Brussels on the 25th and 26th
October, 2004,

Considering that:

The universal values of human dignity, liberty, justice, equality and solidarity, respect for human rights
and fundamental freedoms are common to us all.

Terrorism constitutes a threat to democracy, to the free exercise of human rights, to
economic and social development and to international security.

Terrorism is rejected by the civil societies of our countries.

The United Nations have a central co-ordinating role in the fight against terrorism at
the international level.

Agree to:

1. Condemn firmly all acts of terrorism as criminal and unjustifiable, irrespective of their
motivation, forms and manifestation. We declare that we stand united in the fight
against terrorism with due regard for the rule of law, for democratic principles and for
the territorial integrity of States.

2. Welcome the initiatives already taken in the fight against terrorism
within the framework of the United Nations, the Organisation for Secu-
rity and Co-operation in Europe, the Council of Europe, the European
Union and on a bilateral level.

3. Encourage the work of unopc in providing technical assistance to states, upon re-
quest, for becoming party to, and fully implementing the universal conventions and
protocols related to terrorism, in accordance with existing mandates.

4. Fight terrorism, in close co-ordination and co-operation, by all appro-
priate means, in proportion to the threat it constitutes to international
peace and security within the respect for human rights.

5. Consider the fight against terrorism as an effort for the long haul, and
emphasise that the challenge stemming from terrorism is global in na-




ture, and that the response of the international community will also
have to be global.

Emphasise the need to enhance co-ordination of efforts on national, sub-
regional, regional and international levels, in order to strengthen the
global response to the threat to international security, provoked by the
connection between international terrorism and transnational organised
crime, drug crime, money-laundering, arms-trafficking and illegal
movements of biological, chemical, nuclear and other potentially deadly
materials.

Declare their commitment:

1.

Individually and together, to continue the efforts in the fight against terrorism in all its
forms and to underpin an international coalition against terrorism.

To strengthen our co-operation under the aegis of the United Nations to
prevent and suppress terrorist acts by the full implementation of the
relevant international anti-terrorism conventions and Security Council
resolutions, in particular Security Council Resolutions 1373 (2001) and
1566 (2004).

To work for convening an international conference under the auspices
of the United Nations, to address the issue of international terrorism, its
definition, root causes and how to combat it effectively.

To intensify the harmonisation process of national legislation concern-
ing the fight against terrorism and to co-ordinate the monitoring and the
systematic review of the application of anti-terrorist legislation.

To pass legislation in order to bring to justice perpetrators as well as
those who support terrorism with financial, intelligence, technical and
other means ~ in accordance with international law, in particular on the
basis of the principle aut dedere aut judicare.

To promote a strategic partnership between our countries in fighting
terrorism, in particular:




a. By concluding co-operation agreements, thus slowly but surely pro-
gressing toward a unified legal space in order to thwart terrorism,
thereby avoiding all "double standard” approaches in the assessment of
terrorist acts or manifestations;

b. An open, appropriate and objective information policy;

¢. By strengthening the co-operation in order to protect our populations
from the international biological, chemical, and radio-nuclear threat;

d. By regularly organising inter-parliamentary meetings to examine the
possibility for further harmonisation of our respective legislation.

The participants to the international parliamentary conference ask their governments,
the United Nations Office on drugs and Crime (unodc), the Organisation for Security
and Co-operation in Europe, the Council of Europe and the European Union:

1. To step up efforts in order to achieve:
a. an enhanced co-operation in all relevant international and regional fora;

b. the early signature and ratification of relevant counter-terrorism con-
ventions and protocols, their implementation as well as implementation
of relevant UN Security Council Resolutions;

c. the early finalisation of the UN Comprehensive Convention against In-
ternational Terrorism and the international convention for the suppres-
sion of acts of nuclear terrorism;

d. the completion of the legal instruments that are being elaborated by the
Council of Europe;

e. the eradication of any form of terrorist financing including freezing of
funds and other financial assets of terrorists;

f. the reinforcement of co-operation with and support to third countries in

implementing unscr 1373 (2001) and 1566 (2004) within existing mandates, includ-
ing the technical co-operation with third countries for their capacity building programs
in the field of anti-terrorism;

g. a complete support of all victims of terrorism.

2. To consider the conditions and detailed procedures for an exchange of information




on:

the activities and movements of individuals or groups belonging to ter-
rorist networks or maintaining links with such networks;

. documents of dubious authenticity;

financial transactions likely to be used in support of terrorist plots;

. supplies of arms, explosives or dual-use goods;

new forms of terrorist activity, including chemical, biological or nuclear
threats.
