Til Retsudvalgets medlemmer

Mit navn er Lisbeth Garly Andersen og jeg er projektleder pé Institut for Menneskerettigheder (IMR) i den
internationale afdeling. Jeg henvender mig hermed til Retsudvalget fordi vores kinesiske samarbejdspartnere
skal til Kebenhavn pa studietur, og jeg i den forbindelse synes det kunne vere interessant, at de modte
representanter fra udvalget. Mere specifikt drejer det sig om et besog d. 4. juli.

Helt kort kan jeg sige, at det drejer sig om en gruppe af kinesiske jurister, der arbejder med reform af
retsplejeloven i Kina. Dette arbejde er en del af et projekt stettet af Udenrigsministeriet i Danmark. Gruppen
er pa tolv kinesere og bestar af advokater, anklagere og universitetsfolk. De kommer fra Chinese Academy
for Social Sciences (en tenketank tet pa den kinesiske regering), Guangzhou University (et universitet i det
sydlige Kina), Beijing Kingdom Law Firm (et advokatfirma i Beijing) og si Haidian District Peoples
Procuratorate (en progressiv anklagemyndighed). IMR har arbejdet med gruppen igennem nogle ar og har
stotter det lovreformsarbejde de har varet engageret i. Gruppen har udvalgt szrlige omrader af retsplejeloven
og skal sammen udarbejde nogle @ndringsforslag til loven. Disse forslag regner vi med, at de prasenterer for
Folkekongressen omkring oktober i ar. Gruppen har i ar udvalgt fem dele af retsplejeloven som de
beskzftiger sig med i szrlig grad nemlig (1) Reform of provisions governing pre-trial custody and grant of
bail, (2) improved implementation of the right to legal counsel for accused persons, (3) exercise of
prosecutorial discretion, including the so-called 'binding discretion,' (4) procedural rules for the judicial
review of decisions to impose the death penalty og (5) ensuring participation of providing protection to
witnesses in criminal proceedings. I forbindelse med studieturen skal de besgge forskellige negleinstitutioner
(se vedlagte program), der er udvalgt efter de emner de beskaftiger sig med. Udover at belyse og diskutere
de forskellige emner de har udvalgt i loven, synes vi ogsé det kunne vere interessant, at de fik indblik i de
danske lovprocesser, og det er her Retsudvalget kommer ind. Vi kunne godt teenke os en snak om
politikernes rolle i forhold til lovprocesser og hvordan lovarbejdet foregar i Folketinget. Hele spergsmalet
om lovudformning og lovreform tenker vi ydermere skal dekkes gennem et besag i Justitsministeriets
lovtekniske afdeling, samt gennem en snak her pd IMR, idet IMR jo lobende leverer kommentarer til
lovforslag.

Vi hiber meget, at vi kan komme pa beseg, ogsé selvom det er ferietid. Gruppen bestar som nzvnt af tolv
personer, herudover vil der vere to personer fra Institut for Menneskerettigheder og en tolk.

Vi ville vaere meget glade for en tilbagemelding inden for den naeste uge, hvis dette er muligt.
