Statement
of the Presidium of the Council of the Republic and of the Council of the
House of Representatives of the National Assembly of the Republic of
Belarus in relation to the adoption by the European Parliament on
20 January 2011 of a resolution on situation in Belarus

The resolution of the European Parliament adopted on 20 January 2011
has caused deep regret of the Belarusian parliamentarians and demonstrated that
for another time the European Parliament has ignored objective facts while
forming its position in relation to the Republic of Belarus.

The presidential elections in Belarus were conducted in strict compliance
with the national legislation. A lot was done in order to introduce significant
amendments into election legislation, improve the election process itself, which
was recognized by the OSCE and the Venice Commission of the Council of
Europe. Any limitations on the number and length of stay in Belarus for
observers from the OSCE, CIS and their parliamentary structures were lifted.
The OSCE observers in their assessment of the elections, besides some
elements of criticism, noted significant changes to the better.

The results of the presidential elections in the Republic of Belarus are
incontestable and fully reflect the will of the Belarusian people. Any
speculations on this topic are groundless and unacceptable.

It is regretful that instead of serious analysis of the course and causes of
the events, which took place in Minsk on the evening of 19 December 2010, a
number of Western colleagues, ignoring facts and reality, have concentrated on
emotional criticism of the compelled actions of the Belarusian side.

We stress that the law enforcements had demonstrated maximal restraint
and had not intervened into the conduct of the unauthorized manifestation until
its leaders and participants gave it an openly violent character. The citizens of
the Republic of Belarus, like citizens of any other country, are obliged to
respect the laws of their state, while the state, in its turn, is to provide for the
respect of-law and order. The actions of the law enforcement bodies were
legitimate and proportionate as to thé aggressive provocations from the side of
the participants of the manifestation. It is known that the “dialogue” of police
with demonstrators in many EU countries in similar cases has a much less
restrained character, while the main “argument” in it is a whole arsenal of
special means. Hopefully, the European Parliament would one day reject a
double standards approach. ‘
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The character and tone of the resolution adopted by the European
Parliament, pitifully, testifies that rational thinking was once again sacrificed to
emotions, and dialogue — to pressure. We are deeply convinced that the
European Parliament as a representative body should not become the initiator of
confrontation between the European Union and its immediate neighbours. The
practice of communication with a sovereign state in the language of ultimatums
has totally exhausted itself and proven a lack of any perspective. It is doubtful
that it meets the interests of the European Union itself.

The spectrum of interaction between the Republic of Belarus and the
European Union has many dimensions and covers a wide range of areas being
of mutual interest. The Belarusian side is consistently standing for deepening
the partnership and long-term, full-fledged and mutually beneficial co-operation
with the EU. The National Assembly of the Republic of Belarus stands ready
for a constructive dialogue with international parliamentary organisations and
national parliaments of foreign states, but solely on the basis of mutual respect
and equality. It is not restrictive measures, but the search for a mutual
understanding and engagement that are the only true and reliable instruments
for resolving problems.
