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Medieudviklingen er ikke leengere et nationalt an-
liggende. Samtidig har konkurrencen pa medieomradet
har aldrig veeret storre. I en tid hvor flere kommercielle
mediehuse udvikler sig til store globale aktgrer, bliver
det stadig mere interessant at se, at vi her i Norden
blandt public service bolagene har rigtig meget til
feelles.

2011 har veeret et veeldig interessant ar set med
Nordvisions briller. Et &r, hvor flere nye samarbejd-
somrader er kommet til og et ar, hvor Nordvisionssa-
marbejdet endnu engang har opnaet flotte resultater.
Malt i antal TV - programmer blev 2011 det tredje
bedste nogensinde.

Udvikling af en ny nordisk fakta-format konkur-
rence, re-vitalisering af kulturprogram-samarbejde,
nyt digitalt distributionssystem pa vej (som kan
handtere HD-formater) og flere interessante arkivsa-
marbejder er bare nogle af eksemplerne pa nye veje i
det nordiske tv — og mediesamarbejde.

I en tid hvor store internationale formatvirk-
somheder spinder guld iser pa format udvikling og
formatsalg, og hvor kampen om rettigheder til indhold
spidses til, bliver det endnu vigtigere at se, hvor langt
vi kan udvikle public service samarbejdet til gavn for
de nordiske seere, lytter og brugere.

Listen over populere nordiske drama tv serier bliver
stadig leengere. Internationale tv stationer og store
udenlandske produktionsselskaber star naesten i kg
for at kgbe nordiske originalserier og rettighederne til
remakes (nye nationale versioner). Det er en fantastisk
flot udvikling og skyldes ikke mindst at nordisk film og
tv samarbejde er sa steerkt forbundet. Heldigvis honor-
eres de nordiske skabere af disse veerker da ogsa med
den ene anerkendende - Emmy efter den anden.

Netop via grundmodellen i det nordiske samar-
bejde; - genergs vidensdeling, - co-finansiering og
samproduktion — har nordisk tv—dramatik opnaet den
enorme status man har i dag, bade i og ude for Norden.

Ud over nordisk tv dramatik samarbejder de nordiske
tv — stationer seerlig succesfuldt omkring de mere klas-
siske public service genre; berne -, fakta -, kultur -,
undervisningsprogrammer og undersggende journalis-
tik. I vedlagte arsrapport kan man laese mere om dette
samarbejde.

The changing media landscape is no longer just a
national matter and competition on the media market
has never been fiercer. At a time when many commercial
media houses are evolving into major global players, it is
becoming more and more interesting to note that among
the public service broadcasters in the Nordic countries
we have a great deal in common.

2011 was an extremely interesting year from the
Nordvision point of view: more areas of cooperation
appeared, and yet again our Nordvision partnership
produced magnificent results. In terms of the number of
television programmes, 2011 was the third best ever.

The development of a new Nordic factual format com-
petition, the revitalisation of the cooperation on cultural
programmes, a new digital distribution system capable
of handling HD, and a number of fascinating cases of
archive cooperation are just a few of the new approaches
to Nordic television and media cooperation.

At a time when major international format companies
are spinning gold from format development and sales,
and competition for rights to content is intensifying, it is
becoming even more important to see how far we can de-
velop public service collaboration to the benefit of Nordic
viewers, listeners and users.

The list of popular Nordic tv - fictionseries keeps grow-
ing. International broadcasters and major foreign pro-
duction companies are practically queuing up to acquire
original Nordic series and the rights to remakes in new
national versions. This is a fantastic achievement, in no
small part due to the strong ties between Nordic film and
television. Fortunately the Nordic creators of these works
are receiving one international Emmy after another.

It is via the very foundations of the Nordvision coop-
eration: generous knowledge sharing; co-financing,; and
coproduction that Nordic television drama has achieved
the huge status it is currently enjoying at home and
abroad.

Looking beyond cooperation on television drama,
the Nordic public service broadcasters are particularly
successful in the more classical public services genres:
children’s, factual, cultural, educational programmes and
investigative journalism. You can read more about this
cooperation in the enclosed annual report.
