POLICY FOR SAFEGUARDING THE WORLD HERITAGE
OF SMALL ARMS AND LIGHT WEAPONS

ADOPTED SEPTEMBER 23, 2011

It is evident from the popularity of arms collecting in many societies that there
continues to be a strong private interest in the possession and collection of small
arms for antiquarian or research purposes. This interest will form an important
natural constituency for the member museums of [COMAM. No nation's museums
can deploy the resources to be the sole repository of its heritage: the greater part will
continue to be preserved in private hands. This applies no less to small arms than to
other artefacts. Therefore museums have concerns about any possible curtailment of
the legitimate private ownership of historic arms, and ICOMAM will seck to
represent these and, when necessary, to influence beneficially proposals for, and the
detailed drafting of, legislation, treaties or conventions at a national, regional or
international level.

Museums have a strong concomitant interest in the preservation of, and addition to,
the collections of arms and accessories in their care in original and operational
condition. The role of museums is not limited to the passive display of objects.
Firearms in their care are used for educational purposes that may include expert
live interpretation and blank-firing of weapons, and the live-firing of weapons for
forensic testing and research. It is therefore necessary for museums and collections
to retain such arms in working order, a responsibility met by the high standard of
security required of us. Such properly secured, documented and authorised
collections, maintained in close co-operation with national authorities, represent no
threat to arms proliferation.

ICOMAM has legitimate concerns regarding

e any possible requirement for the deactivation of arms in museums or other
authorised collections

s any requirement for the permanent marking of arms made subsequent to
the date defining antiques, but before the implementation of a requirement
for the universal marking of newly-manufactured arms. Such additional
marking would, in the view of museums and experts in the arms field,
constitute an unacceptable interference with the arm's historic integrity.

s any international legislation regarding import/export regulations of
firearms being loaned bv or to musenms for exhibition and research
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purposes. Standard loan procedures routinely employed by museums are
sufficiently stringent to safeguard the transit of any loaned firearms.

¢ and, considering its support of live interpretation “living history” programs
sponsored by museums and other historic sites, the ability of private
individuals to transport certain types of firearms across international
borders while volunteering and participating in these programs.

We therefore seek the appropriate resolution of these concerns as follows:

a. There should be an exemption from any future regulations for firearms
classified as “antique.”

b. There should be no requirement that small arms held in museums or
other authorised collections should be subject to deactivation.

¢.  There should be an exemption from the requirement for permanent
marking of small arms, manufactured between 1899 (or whatever is to be
the defining date for antique small arms) and the implementation of the
universal numbering scheme for newly manufactured firearms, that are to
be transferred directly from Government stocks to a museum or authorised
collection.

d. There should be an exemption from the requirement for permanent
marking of small arms, manufactured between 1899 (or whatever is to be
the defining date for antique small arms) and the implementation of the
universal numbering scheme for newly manufactured firearms that are to be
temporarily imported for display, research or evaluation,

€. There should be an exemption from the requirement for permanent
marking on import of quantities of five or less small arms manufactured
between 1899 (or whatever is to be the defining date for antique small
arms) and the implementation of the universal numbering scheme for newly
manufactured firearms, where the importation is for a museum or other
authorised collection.

f.  There should be an exemption for museums from any system of review
of holdings that might strike at the independence of decision-making and
professional judgement of the museum community.

g. There should be an exemption for nationally-recognized museums
from international import/export regulations in the case of loaned firearms
and museum acquisitions, as the standard level of scrutiny involved in
museum loans and acquisitions is sufficient to preclude their diversion to
criminals or other unauthorized persons.
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h. There should be an exemption for private individuals participating in
living history programs being sponsored by museums or organized in co-
operation with museums from international import/export requirements for
the temporary transportation of firearms, if the firearms involved are
antique, reproductions of antiques, permanently altered for blank-firing
only, permanently and fully de-activated, or replica.

For the furtherance of these aims, ICOMAM should:

a. Seek registration with the United Nations as a Non-Governmental
Organisation.

b. Publicise its willingness to provide information, expertise and
training about arms and their management to governmental and
international bodies seeking to legislate in the ficld of arms control.
