Esbjerg Gymnasium & Hf fremsender hermed anmodning om hastebehandling af
denne ansegning om IB-uddannelse pd gymmasiet.

Ansggningen er begrundet 1 den erhvervsmaessige udvikling, som byen oplever i
disse ar:

Af de vedhzftede udtalelser fra borgmester Johnny Setrup og direkter Tom Nielsen
fra Esbjerg Erhvervsudvikling fremgar, at en IB-uddannelse vil veare en af de
ngdvendige forudsatninger for at realisere byens vakst- og visionsplaner.

Og ogsd Jydske Vestkysten, satte onsdag den 19. september med en lokal leder og
flere artikler, fokus pd nodvendigheden af et internationalt gymnasium.
Af JV’s dekning fremgik at virksomhederne i omrédet oplever, at kvalificerede hejt
uddannede udenlandske medarbejdere takker nej til stillinger, fordi de ikke kan fa
deres teenagebern med pé grund af manglende uddannelsesmuligheder.

Elevsegmentet til en IB-uddannelse pa Esbjerg Gymnasium vil siledes vere
sammensat af’
- Udenlandske unge, der opholder sig i Esbjerg i leengere tid pd grund af
foreldrenes arbejde som specialister
- Danske unge, der vender hjem efter skolegang flere ar i udlandet, hvor
foreldrene f.eks. har arbejdet som ingenigrer eller inden for offshorebranchen.
Disse unge har ofte problemer i gymnasiet p& grund af utilstreekkelige
danskkundskaber, hvis ikke foraldrene har veeret meget bevidste om det under
udstationeringen)
- Danske og udenlandske unge (f.eks. bern af flygtninge, som er kommet til
Esbjerg), der har planer om at studere 1 udlandet
- Forzldre og bern som overvejer at flytte til Esbjerg fra udlandet for bl.a. at
arbejde 1 Offshore industrien.
