This is also consistent with
the literature on learning outcomes, which also did not show any consistent
and permanent negative effects of the reduced instruction time. Taken tog-
ether, the results suggest that the effects of the short school years were most-
ly short lived, students quickly caught up, and there were no long term effects
on human capital accumulation. I have argued that these results are real, and
cannot be easily explained by measurement problems"?
