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Spergsmal nr. 148 (Alm. del) fra Folketingets Udvalg for Udleendinge
og Integrationspolitik:

“Ministeren bedes i forlengelse af UUI alm. del — spm. 25, re-
degore for, om Danmark har internationale forpligtelser, som
tilsiger, at den danske stat skal atholde de padgaldende udgifter
1 forbindelse med organiseringen af familiesammenferinger?”

Svar:

Der foreligger Justitsministeriet bekendt ingen afgerelser fra Den Europee-
iske Menneskerettighedsdomstol, som fastslar, at medlemsstaterne er for-
pligtet til at atholde udgifter til transport mv. vedrerende familiesammen-
foring med flygtninge med opholdstilladelse her i landet. De forskellige
FN-komitéer, som paser deltagerstaternes overholdelse af en raekke FN-
menneskerettighedskonventioner, ses Justitsministeriet bekendt heller ikke
at have udtalt sig om en sadan pligt.

Justitsministeriet kan dog oplyse, at FN’s Flygtningehojkommissariat
(UNHCR) 1 februar 2012 har anfort felgende i1 et svar til EU-
Kommissionens grenbog om retten for tredjelandsstats-borgere, der bor 1
EU, til familiesammenfering (direktiv 2003/86/EF, som pa grund af det
danske retlige forbehold ikke geelder for Danmark):

” ... Only a few specialized financial assistance schemes are availa-
ble to assist beneficiaries of international protection with the cost of
family reunification in the European Union. In certain countries
NGOs provide assistance but this is often limited to cases of excep-
tional hardship.

In the absence of financial assistance schemes, UNHCR is concerned
that high family reunification costs may put beneficiaries of interna-
tional [protection] in a precarious situation and at in-creased risk of
falling victim to exploitation, high interest loan schemes or becom-
ing unduly dependent on others. UNHCR is also concerned that high
costs may in worst case scenarios lead families to choose with which
family member to reunite first, leaving other family members behind
until they can gather sufficient resources. It may also significantly
delay or prevent family reunification altogether. UNHCR would rec-
ommend that Member States reduce or waive administrative costs,
including visa costs, for beneficiaries of international protection. In
addition, Member States could consider making available financial
assistance schemes, such as interest free loans, for beneficiaries of
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international rotection to cover the costs of family reunification.”

En pligt til at aftholde udgifter til transport mv. vedrerende familiesammen-
foring med flygtninge med opholdstilladelse her i landet folger heller ikke
Justitsministeriet bekendt af Danmarks evrige internationale forpligtelser.
