Svar

Svaret pd MOF alm. del. nr. 847 tager udgangspunkt i den forelgbige aftale om emballageforordningen
indgaet mellem Rédets formandskab og Europa-Parlamentets repraesentanter, som er oversendt til
Europa-Parlamentet den 15. marts 2024.

Europa-Parlament har efterfolgende den 24. april 2024 vedtaget en version, hvori artikelnumrene er
blevet opdateret. Denne version kan findes her: Texts adopted - Packaging and packaging waste -
Wednesday, 24 April 2024 (europa.eu). Artikel 50 i denne version svarer siledes til artikel 44 i den af
Radet oversendte version.

Nedenfor fremgér ordlyden af artikel 44, stk. 1 og stk. 2, i den forelabige aftale om
emballageforordningen, vedtaget den 15. marts 2024, som svaret pd MOF alm. del. nr. 847 tog
udgangspunkt i.

Artikel 44, stk. 1:

”By 1 January 2029, Member States shall take the necessary measures to ensure the separate
collection of at least 90% per year by weight of the following packaging formats made available on
the market for the first time in that Member State in a given calendar year:

(a) single use plastic beverage bottles with the capacity of up to three litres; and
(b) single use metal beverage containers with a capacity of up to three litres.

Member States may use the amount of packaging waste generated from packaging place on the
market to calculate the targets laid down in points (a) and (b) as set out in the implementing act
under Article 47(2).”

Artikel 44, stk. 2:

“In order to achieve the targets referred to in paragraph 1, Member States shall take the necessary
measures to ensure that deposit return systems are set up for the relevant packaging formats
referred to in paragraph 1, and to ensure that a deposit has to be charged at the point of sale.
Member States may exempt economic operators from charging a deposit in case a product is
consumed within the premises in the HORECA sector provided that the deposit bearing packaging is
opened, the product is consumed, and the empty deposit bearing packaging is returned within the
premises.”
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
